Hang and steam costumes before recital

Transport costumes in a garment bag
Please do not allow dancers to wear

costumes before recital day.

Boys: Clean and styled away from the face.
Intensive Dancers: Left side part braided

into a low bun

Stage lighting can wash out facial features, so light makeup is
recommended.
